                                                                   Article 1
The subject of this Agreement is the regulation of mutual rights and obligations of the contracting parties arising from organizing and conducting master’s degree studies at the Faculty and enrolling students in the study program for obtaining a master’s degree diploma at the Faculty.
Article 2
The student is enrolled in the master’s degree studies at the Faculty in the academic year 2024/25 in the status of:
a) a student financed from the budget
b) a self-financed student
                                                                   Article 3
The Faculty will provide the necessary conditions for studying the study programme to which the student is enrolled in accordance with the appropriate standards, as follows:
- regular and quality performance of lectures and all other forms of teaching determined by the study programme;
- the possibility of opting for as many subjects as necessary, in accordance with the Law on Higher Education ("Official Gazette of RS" no. 76/05, 100/07 - authentic interpretation, 97/08, 44/10, 93/12 , 89/13, 99/14 and 45/15 - authentic interpretation (hereinafter: the Law),  for the student to earn the prescribed minimum number of ECTS credits in each academic year;
- the possibility of transferring ECTS credits between different study programmes in the manner and under the conditions prescribed by the general act of the University of Belgrade (hereinafter: the University) and the agreement of the Faculty and another higher education institution;
- the possibility of timely performance of prescribed pre-examination obligations and passing examinations within the deadlines set by the Law and the Statute of the Faculty;
- the possibility of taking the relevant exam after taking classes in the manner and within the deadlines set by the Law and the Statute of the Faculty;
- timely and accurate information on all issues related to studies (manner, time and place of teaching, goals, methods and contents of teaching, contents, methods, criteria and manner of examination, method of gaining insight into results and other academic issues of importance to students);
- usage of the internet and the student Computer Laboratories with an access to the internet in free terms;
- use of the Faculty's library stock; 
- the possibility for the student to actively participate in the work of the Faculty's bodies and decision-making in accordance with the Law, general acts of the University, the Faculty and the Student Parliament.
Article 4
By joining the academic community of students and teachers of the University of Belgrade, the student undertakes to respect all the principles of this community, to protect its reputation, whether at the Faculty or outside, to foster relations of tolerance and mutual respect with all members of the community and wider society, and in particular to contribute to an advanced academic atmosphere during his/her studies.
The student undertakes not to use illegal means in examinations, when writing seminal papers, research papers or while doing other study obligations, aware that such behaviour deserves moral condemnation and that it entails appropriate legal consequences.
         Article 5
The student has the right to:
- to quality study and objective assessment;
- timely participation in decision-making in accordance with the Law and general acts of the University and the Faculty;
- to elect and be elected to the bodies of the Faculty in accordance with the Law and general acts of the University and the Faculty;
- to suspend the rights and obligations in case of serious illness, referral to professional practice for a minimum period of 6 months, military service, child care for up to one year of life, pregnancy maintenance, artificial insemination, dormant student status -  for financial reasons and in other cases provided for by the general act of the Faculty;
-      - to complete the studies in double the number of school years required for the realization of the study programme he/she has enrolled;
- the right to being different and protection against discrimination;
- the right to objection to the assessment at the examination in accordance with the Statute of the Faculty  and the Rulebook on taking the examination;
- to file a complaint in accordance with the Statute of the Faculty if the Faculty violates any of the rights of the student.
        Article 6
The student undertakes to:
- to enroll at least 37 ECTS credits each school year;
- to fulfill the teaching and pre-examination obligations prescribed by the study programme in which he/she is enrolled;
- to comply with the general and common acts of the University and the Faculty;
- to respect the rights of employees and other students;
- to comply with the prescribed discipline and the common rules of conduct of the university academic community.
       Article 7
During the course of the study, at the beginning of each school year the student’s status in terms of the method of financing is determined, in accordance with the Law and acts of the University and the Faculty.
       Article 8
I         Pursuant to Article 6 of this Agreement, a self-financing student accepts to pay a tuition fee for each school year.
           The amount of the tuition fee is determined by the decision of the Faculty Council, before the beginning of each school year, and includes all courses envisaged by the curriculum of that year of study with a total of 60 ECTS credits.
Free registration for each exam twice is included in the tuition fee.
The exam registration counter is reset at the beginning of the school year (after enrollment).
        Article 9
            The tuition fee for the school year 2023/24 is EUR 1,450.00, and includes enrolled courses with a total of 60 ECTS credits.
            A student who is self-financed and a student who is financed from the budget when enrolling the year are obliged, according to the decision of the Council of the University of Belgrade, to pay RSD 100.00 for financing the University Center for Career Development and Student Counselling.
            A student who is self-funded and a student who is financed from the budget during the first enrollment in the study program are obliged to pay RSD 6,000.00 for the administrative costs of the first enrollment in the study program, according to the decision of the Faculty Council.
A student enrolling in the first year of study for the first time shall pay a tuition fee in the amount of EUR 1,450.00 *.
A student enrolling for the second time in the first year of study shall pay a tuition fee depending on the transferred ECTS credits:
The value of an ECTS credit for courses enrolled for the first time attendance = 24.17 euros*
The value of an ECTS credit for courses that are enrolled for the second time = EUR 24.17
The value of an ECTS credit for the MASTER'S THESIS = 24.17 euros
* The payments shall be made in dinar equivalent calculated according to the middle exchange rate of the National Bank of Serbia on the day of payment;
The tuition fee referred to in Article 9 of this Agreement shall be paid in 4 (four) installments, as follows:
the 1st installment when enrolling the school year (autumn semester) in the amount of 30% of the total tuition fee
the remaining amount of the tuition fee can be paid in three equal installments, as follows:
-2nd installment until 30th November, 2023
-3rd installment until 12th January, 2024
-4th installment until 12th February 2024
The payment of tuition fees is done through the student's e-account.
Payments made up to 15 days after the stated deadlines are increased by 10%, and after more than 15 days by 15%.
Article 10
If, in accordance with the law, the student enrolls in courses with a total of more than 37 ECTS credits and less than 60 ECTS credits, or enrolls in courses with a total of more than 60 ECTS credits, he/she is obliged to pay a proportionate part of the tuition fee, which is calculated according to the following formula:

                                                                           Article 11
The tuition fee payment is made into the Faculty's account: 840-1878666-24 model number 97 
Call to number – from the student's e-order
Payments made up to 15 days after the stated deadlines are increased by 10%, and after more than 15 days by 15%.
    Article 12
The student who fails to settle the due tuition fee payment obligation referred to in Article 9 of this Agreement cannot exercise the following rights: applying for and passing exams, attending classes, exercises and other forms of teaching, obtaining certificates and certificates of student status, etc.
                                                                           Article 13
A student who does not pass the exam in a compulsory course until the beginning of the next academic year, shall enroll in the same course.
A student re-enrolling in the same course may be granted pre-examination obligations realized in the previous school year. On the basis of the student's application, the Faculty will enable him/her to attend lectures, exercises and other forms of classes envisaged for the fulfillment of pre-examination obligations.
            A student who fails an elective exam may re-enroll in the same course or opt for another elective course.
 Article 14
The student is obliged to pay administrative and other costs in the amount determined by the Faculty, in accordance with the acts of the University and the Faculty.
                                                                       Article 15
If the the student’s status ceases due to:
-  dropping out from the Faculty;
- untimely completion of studies in accordance with the Law;
- not enrolling in the school year, or
- being imposed a disciplinary measure of exclusion from studies,
he/ she shall be obliged to settle all obligations assumed in the payment of tuition fees no later than by the date of termination of the status.
Exceptionally, if the student ceases to be a student for the reasons set out in paragraph 1, in indents 1 and 2 of this Article, due to a serious illness or other justified reason, the Dean of the Faculty may make a decision to exempt the student from full tuition fee for the year in which his/her student status ceased, taking into account the costs incurred by the student in that school year.
                                                                       Article 16
The Contracting Parties agree that the provisions of the Law and general acts of the University and the Faculty shall be directly applicable to their rights, obligations and responsibilities in addition to the provisions of this Agreement, for everything not provided for in this Agreement.



                                   Article 17
            The Contracting Parties agree to resolve any disputes between them amicably, and otherwise they shall be resolved before the competent court in Belgrade.
